INFORMATION

Population: Approximately 17.11 Million live in Guatemala, the most
populated country in Latin America.  Of those, 59% live in poverty and
23% in extreme poverty. 

Political Status: Guatemala signed a peace treaty in 1996. Since then,
there has been no uprising, and it is one of the most stable third-world
countries in the Western Hemisphere.  

We will be working in the region of Zacapa noted on the map above. The
region is very dry and arid, and temperatures can get extremely warm,
so we will be taking shifts to avoid overexerting ourselves.  

We are traveling with a group called Hearts in Motion (HIM).  HIM is a
non-profit, non-denominational organization focusing on the needs of
impoverished children and families. Our volunteers are working
together in a ministry of compassion, promoting personal growth
through cultural exchange. HIM’s mission is committed to meeting the
needs of individuals by aiding in the development of programs in
health, education, and welfare, both in the US and throughout Central
and South America, and was incorporated in 1993 with 501(c) 3
nonprofit status.

They are a very reputable organization and have a great working
relationship with the community that we will be working with in
Guatemala.  The group does not extort or use the people of Guatemala
in any way, shape, or form and places the majority of the money paid
for the trip right back into the Guatemalan economy.

 Get Pictures taken for the Passport from      1.

       Walgreens, AAA, etc.  
    2. Fill out the Required forms and turn into the
       Post Office or Courthouse (Be sure to bring two 
       checks, and both guardians must be present)
    3. They will take it from here and send you your 
        passport.
Note: This must be done soon to ensure you get your
passport back in time. It can take up to 2-3 months for you
to receive your passport back.

WHAT DO YOU NEED
FOR THE TRIP?



Our number one goal on the trip is keeping all youth and adults
safe while they are traveling.  To help ensure, this, we ask all to
follow the rules below.  

-No one (youth or leaders) on a youth trip is allowed to consume
alcoholic products or use tobacco products including vaping while on
the trip. 

-No student is allowed in the bedroom of the opposite gender

-Students are never allowed to leave the hotel/house without an
adult present

-Dress Code:  We want everyone to be comfortable while on the trip.  
While on the trip, we ask that all students wear shirts with sleeves (t-
shirts are fine) and longer shorts.  If you are working with concrete,
you will want jeans or long pants to work in as the concrete can get in
your pores.
